Pastor’s Corner
Anxious but Glad

Anxiety is not in short supply
today. Our region especially
seems to have ample reason to
be anxious. Katrina and Rita
plastered the area and for a
couple years a lot of folks were
anxious about if the city of New
Orleans and surrounding area
would be able to bounce back.
Recovery starts happening and
then the recession hits with a
whole new set of question
marks about the future. Then

the oil spill lends instability
to our core industries of pe-
troleum and seafood. And if
that weren’t enough, we now
have billions of gallons of wa-
ter headed toward us from
the opening of the Morganza
Spillway.

You know what? I'm a little
bit anxious. The world seems
to be changing so very fast,
and often in very scary ways.
(I'm not talking about my
new marriage here.) If you
pause for a moment and let
your mind dwell on all that is
wrong, in the process of go-
ing wrong or can possibly go
wrong, you end up as a ball of
fried nerves enduring sleep-
less nights. We've all been
there and done that.

“Anxiety in a man’s heart

weighs him down, but a good

word makes him glad.”
(Proverbs 12:25)

The dichotomy of this prov-
erb reflects the reality of the
Christian life in a fallen
world. We are in a constant
struggle dealing with the
hard and harmful things that
surround us in a broken and
evil world while at the same
time aware that God has
taken care of the brokenness

through Jesus’ dying and ris-
ing in order to make us per-
fect through His blood. So
how do we come out on top
in the struggle that seems to
be without end?

I can tell you how to lose—
keep worrying. Jesus in a par-
able talked about the seed of
the Word being sown and
growing a bit but then dying
because “the cares of the
world and the deceitfulness of
riches choke the word, and it
proves unfruitful.” (Matthew
13:22) Jesus also said, “Do
not be anxious about tomor-
row, for tomorrow will be
anxious for itself.” (Matthew
6:34) Our Savior is pretty
clear that focusing on the
world and the troubles
therein is not the way to deal
with stress and adversity.
This just weighs us down
with the burdens of the bro-
ken world.

So how do we win? Focus on
the good word that makes
one glad. Jesus says, “Let not
your hearts be troubled. Be-
lieve in God; believe also in
me.” (John 14:1) God knows
the weight of the world is
tiresome. He proclaimed the
day of rest and devotion to
Himself in the Third Com-

mandment not because He
needs it, but because we need
it. In our sinfulness, we tend
toward thinking we are the
real power in our lives—that
we must be the ones to fix
life’s problems; that it’s all on
our shoulders. The good word
that makes one glad is that it’s
not our problem and respon-
sibility; it’s God’s. We need to
go to God’s Word and be hum-
bled by the fact that it is God
and God alone who conquers
the wrongness of our world
and makes us right.

“Humble yourselves, therefore,
under the mighty hand of God
so that at the proper time he
may exalt you, casting all your
anxieties on him, because he
cares for you.” (1 Peter 5:6-7)
God cares for us. God cares for
us now in time and even unto
eternity through the death
and resurrection of Jesus
Christ. This is the Word that
makes us glad. This is the
Word that strengthens us to
face the harsh and worrisome
realities of a busted world.

Will we get anxious? Sure.
We're not perfect. And let’s
face it; a few billion gallons of
water headed your direction
will make you consider your
family’s wellbeing. An ailing
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economy makes you consider
the consequences to your
401K. More money going out
than coming in is going to
make you think about where
something has to be cut. Anxi-
ety happens.

But in all circumstances turn
away from the anxiety that
weighs down and turn toward
the good Word that makes
you glad. Turn to Jesus, the
Word made flesh, and pray
without ceasing. (1 Thessalo-
nians 5:15) Turn to His Word
of forgiveness in Sunday wor-
ship and regular reception of
His body and blood. Fight the
despair of a world falling
apart that tries to convince
you you're dying right along
with it. Turn to the guaran-
teed good Word of eternal life
in the living Christ and be
glad.

In June we celebrate
Father’s Day.

A good and godly father 1s one
of the best earthly gifts that any-
one can have. Those of us who
have had good and godly fathers
know this to be true. A good
and godly father loves his chil-
dren and shows that love by
giving good things to them. In
His Sermon on the Mount Jesus

pointed out that that even cvil
fathers know how to give good
gifts to their children, like giv-
ing bread instead of a stone or
giving a fish instead of a snake
(Matthew 7:9-10 NIV)). Jesus
went on to say that if earthly
fathers know how to give good
gifts to their children, then how
much more will our Father in
heaven give good gifts to those
who ask Him!

We are children of the Heav-
enly Father because of what
Jesus has done for us through
His suffering, death and resur-
rection. Our sins are taken
away because Jesus took upon
Himself the punishment that
we deserved and paid our debt
in  full! What this means,
among other things, is that we
arc now able to freely and joy-
fully live as God’s redeemed
stewards.

A steward is not a slave who
has to do the master’s bidding;
but is instead a steward who
has the privilege and responsi-
bility to manage of all that our
Heavenly Father entrusts to
each of us. We call that by the
title of ““all of life and life’s
resources.” We confess with
the Scriptures that “The earth
is the Lord’s and everything in
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if, the world and all who live
in it” (Psalm 24:1 NIV)
When we acknowledge this
truth then we can grow in our
understanding of the difference
between being an owner or a
manager.

Dr. Martin Luther said it so
well in his explanation of the
First Article of the Apostles’
Creed.

I believe in God, the Father
Almighty, Maker of heaven
and earth.

What does this mean?

I believe that God has made
me and all creatures; that He
has given me my body and
soul; eyes, ears, and all my
members, my reason and all
my senses and still takes care
of them.

He has also given me clothing
and shoes, food and drink,
house and home, wife and
children, land, animals, and
all I need. He daily and richly
provides me with all that I
need to support this body and

life.

He defends me against all

danger and guards and pro-
tects me from all evil.

All this He does only out of fa-
therly, divine goodness and
mercy, without any merit or
worthiness in me. For all this
it is my duty to thank and
praise, serve and obey Him.

All that we do as children of the
Heavenly Father is our steward-
ship—a response to His amaz-
ing grace and extravagant love.
