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right, good and moral? I 
often come across news 
blurbs about celebrities 
whose movies or lifestyles 
rank somewhere south of 
obscene self-righteously 
blathering about the evils of 
big oil, famine in Africa, or 
the latest federal or state 
legislation on whatever. 
Young people are getting a 
good chunk of their news 
from late night cable TV 
comedians whose jokes 
often drip with moralistic 
sarcasm. Our culture has 
taken sexuality, criminality, 
personal responsibility, 
Christianity and numerous 
other areas of our thinking 
and beliefs and turned them 
on their head. And people sit 
in front of their televisions 
and computers soaking it up 
like mops.  
  
Are you soaking up what the 
culture tells you is right and 
good, or are you getting your 
learning from the God who 
truly is right and good? Later 
in the same letter to Timothy, 
Paul writes, ñFor the time is 
coming when people will not 
endure sound teaching, but 
having itching ears they will 
accumulate for themselves 
teachers to suit their own 

writes these words as he 
begins an exhortation to 
Christians that they live as 
the children of God that God 
has made them through 
Holy Baptism unto salvation 
in Jesus. He is encouraging 
them to thrive as God’s 
people in the midst of a 
world opposed to God. To 
thrive as God’s people we 
need to know what it means 
to be God’s people. To 
know this, we need 
education and learning. This 
comes from the Word of 
God. 
  
Paul wrote to the young 
pastor Timothy, ñAll 
Scripture is breathed out by 
God and profitable for 
teaching, for reproof, for 
correction, and for training 
in righteousness, that the 
man of God may be 
competent, equipped for 
every good work.ò (2 
Timothy 3:16-17) God has 
given us His Word to equip 
us in a dangerous world so 
that we may thrive in His 
eyes, not in the eyes of the 
world.  
  
Yet stop and consider 
where you are getting your 
information about what is 
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passions, and will turn away 
from listening to the truth and 
wander off into myths.ò (2 
Timothy 4:3-4) Is your 
concept of good, right and 
moral grounded myth, self-
righteousness and political 
correctness? Or is your 
concept of good located in 
Jesus Christ who is the way, 
the truth and the life—
goodness and righteousness 
not in concept, but incarnate 
in a flesh and blood human 
being who gave His life to 
purchase you back into true 
perfection?  
  
Prepare your mind for action. 
Be sober minded and trained 
in righteousness. Study your 
Bible regularly. Be in church 
regularly. Be in prayer 
regularly. Be a student of 
God so that you may thrive 
as His child, grounded in His 
goodness, and sure of His 
eternal mercy through Jesus 
Christ our Lord.

Chicken Packet 
 
2 cups chopped cooked 
chicken (I use 
drained canned chicken 
meat) 
1 (6 -8 ounce) package 
cream cheese, softened  
1 tablespoon chives,  
2 tablespoons milk  
2 (8 ounce) packages 
refrigerated crescent dinner 
rolls  
  
  
1. Mix chicken, cream 
cheese, chives, and milk in a 
medium bowl 
2. Preheat oven to 350° 
3. Place chicken mixture into 
the center of each triangle.  
4. Fold dough over the filling, 
and pinch the edges to seal 
tightly.  
5. Bake for 20 minutes or 
until golden brown.
